12. Chinatowns and Overseas Chinese

Chinese restaurants are located in
Yokohama'’s Chinatown.

Even after they have obtained the
citizenship of the country they reside
in, overseas Chinese are still consid-
ered Chinese by most people. In
Indonesia, for example, in times of

political unrest or ethnic conflict,

Chinese businesses are often ran-
sacked or set on fire. Chinese have been attacked and killed in some cases. In
times of unrest, envy and discrimination toward overseas Chinese cause these violent
outbreaks.

The opinions and actions of overseas Chinese differ from other races in several
ways. Chinese from the same province are closely knit and assist each other in vari-
ous ways, which include funerals and grave maintenance. In addition, people who
share the same family name often have close bonds, regardless of the provinces they
come from. For example, if Chinese people with the same family name happen to
meet somewhere for the first time, they often form close friendships and business

partnerships.
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
