By the end of World War I, Bulgari had shifted mainly to high-end jewelry
and some special silver pieces, displayed against backdrops of antiques and objets

d'art. Sotirio's two sons, Constantino and Giorgio, had been deeply involved in those

areas. Constantino became an authority on antique silver; Giorgio became an expert on

gemstones and on the design and manufacture of jewelry. When Sotirio died in 1932,

they expanded the family business along those two lines, emphasizing jewelry.

By the 1970s Bulgari was adding new shops overseas, and new product lines

such as watches. This diversif-ication really gained momentum in the 1990s: high-end
perfumes, silk scarves; leather goods and eyewear; hotels and resorts. What began

with a few buttons and buckles is a g1obal2lst-century luxury goods empire.
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
