Imperatives are often used to give orders or suggestions.
Advertisers use imperatives to get people’s attention and to make
their message simple & direct:

Imperatives Examples

To form an imperative:

-> Omit the subject (you/he/etc.) “Get a ‘Doggie’s Friend’ -
-> Use the base form of the verb today!”

To form a negative imperative:
-> Put ‘don't’ before the verb “Don't delay!”
